« Age Limit: 18 to 45 years (3 years relaxation for OBCs and 5 years relaxation for SC/ST/Minorities).
* Educational Qualification: Graduation or equivalent.
* Permanent resident of India.

« Candidates interested in farming, social service, or digital work.

3. Application Fees:
* Application Fee: ¥3500/- (non-refundable)
« If not selected through eAnnadata, the payment will be fully refunded.
